	Ask questions of the teacher when you find confusion and I will try to answer it.
	Organizing info into categories (i.e. presidents, PIE, SPRITE, decades)
	Helping student to get enough sleep on the night before the test (and every other day really.)

	A few more practice DBQs and FRQs left, with outlines and rubric reviews.
	Going to apstudent.com, Gilder Lehrman, and historyteacher.net and actually using them.
	Reading student’s writing & giving suggestions about how to make it sound better.

	Be prepared to share about material you are responsible to have read.
	Studying with friends and holding each other accountable. 
	Talking with student about U.S. history when you feel comfortable.

	Test process and grading will be discussed from time to time.
	Continuing to trust the process and do assignments and classwork on time.
	Remember that the responsibility to study and read is the student’s and not yours. (I have a hard time with this too.)

	Take notes during lectures and discussions.
	Study the skeleton and try to write a few extra essays.
	Teaching student about time management and providing structures to help with this.

	Intensifying reading and unit schedule is in effect until test time.
	Make a president chart and flash cards to remember all the info and organize them.
